In Hogs we continue to see the possibility that producers are building the breeding herd a little. Hog Report

In our opinion data indicates producers have at least stopped the decline in the breeding herd and may have
started building the herd a little. Indications are that heavy weight hogs are still coming in and numbers are
not declining as previously thought.. the index is still having trouble moving away from 50 cents and it is quite
possible that October has set a new record high in pork production for a month. ..October 2003 slaughter has
been above October 1998. One reasons is we have 1 more weekday in October 2003 than in 1998. On a daily
basis slaughter for 2003 has been the same to up a little from 1998.

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The Grande’ Grains

Wheat exports a few weeks combined with recent USDA data that 200,000 tons of soft red winter wheat was
sold to an unknown source. Spurred ideas that China may eventually buy US wheat has helped firm wheat in
the last two weeks In addition last week the EU grains management committee decided on Thursday to
revise the tariff rate import quota for low and medium quality wheat in order to allow more imports of Canadian
and U.S. wheat. However much of the current quotas have not been used.. so that is a moot point right now..
CBOT Wheat has a tendency to rise into December... no change in long term bullish posture..

There are scattered reports that China could buy a record 9 million metric tons of Soybeans from U.S.

in the 2003-04 marketing year up 20 % over 2002, Demand for oilseeds to supply its domestic crushing
industry is woefully low on domestic supplies due to weather and other factors ( 2003-04 marketing year runs
from October to September)

This buying is expected despite increased soybean prices and high freight rates between U.S. Gulf and Asia.
In the 03-04 marketing year Chinese soybean imports are seen hitting a new record of 22.00 million tons.
Compared with 21.40 million tons in 2002-03 Private analysts are reporting that for the 03-04 marketing year
China has already committed to purchase as much as 4.50 million to 5 million tons of U.S. soybeans

I looked up some numbers, China's soybean crush usage is now thought to be 29.00 million tons, compared
with 26.50 ml tons last year . The capacity for China' to crush beans has risen along with it's domestic
demand for soymeal to feed livestock and to provide edible oils for consumers who now have higher incomes
as a result of steaming economic growth..

In addition to reduced crop size from weather. China is undergoing huge geographic and social change.
Moving people from their villages to new ones to facilitate Dam projects such as the Yangtze river project is
one example. That endeavor will move thousands of villages to new locations and submerge vast areas to
stop flooding and create farmland and urban areas elsewhere.. when done it will be one of the few structures
on this planet visible from space.

In addition | have mentioned over the last few years of the rural population moving to urban settings stifles
local production leaving domestic supplies of oilseeds and products that are insufficient to cover the booming
demand..

Until supplies are available from Brazil in the spring the US is the only source for soybeans for all intensive
purposes.. This event is now expected to move thru December as importers can only sign deals after they get
the import licenses from Chinese quarantine authorities and that takes time...

Prices of US Soybeans Beans, which already had jumped on low yields and a short crop, have surged again
over the last few weeks.. In my opinion anything over 730 is the china part and that can last for a while..
-- Put on the Cap and Goggles--

In the corn market , more of the same demand strength as farmers wait for higher prices and ever present
rumors of China backing away from exporting corn has lifted prices sharply in the last two weeks.. Generally
speaking farmers seeing the price rise have backed away from selling. but with a record crop out there the
market may begin to feel the large crop once it settles down a bit...Seasonally Corn tends to rise now through
the new year as sale become a factor.. .. Trade Corn it from both sides.
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January Soybeans
Resistance is at 802 2 to 804 ', a close over is friendly and augurs for a test of 819 % to 822 V4.. Beyond
that sellers should appear near 830 to 831 %4 .. Above that a test of 856 to 858 3/4 is likely .

Support should appear at 795 2 to 793 % and the 786 V2 to 783 % region.. A close under augurs for a test
768 % to 767 V2 and the 751 V4 to 748 % 2 region. Which should contain a decline..
Traders can buy at 752 4 and risk a close under 732 ' for three days in a row..

Traders who have ‘ice running thru their veins’ should go long if a close over 804 % occurs.

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On Friday cotton closed limit down for the second day in a row as traders blew positions....Prior to that the
recent surge in prices has been on .. you guessed .. exports to China.. there are now estimates being tossed
out that have Chinese production falling even more than earlier projections ..

Chinese buying of US cotton hit an all time record of 1,238,600 running bales for the week ending Oct. 23
With total net upland sales surging at a huge 1,428,400 running bales . Nearly five times a 4 week average...
and there are reports that it is going to issue import quotas for another 2 million bales for 2003.

Which makes not one bit of difference if you are long and cannot sell out....Lets see what happens Monday
normally a market will stop moving limits after the 3rd limit day.. normally..

Elsewhere Brazil exports are expected to be 400,000 tons up from 185,000 tons last season as
Cotton output should be up 25 to 30 % from last season

December Cotton
Support should appear near 7515 to 7485 and 7430 to 7415 .. failure there is negative and augurs for a test
of 7345 to 7325 and the 7170 to 7140 region... Under that 7090 to 7075 should contain a decline ...

Resistance should appear near 7675 to 7690 and the 7765 to 7780 region , beyond a test of 7940 to 7955
and the 8025 to 8045 region is likely ..
